Hyperlinks

ÅHypertext is that all - important HT in HTML

ÅAllows you to connect to Web pages (or 
other Internet services) via anchors

The Web Is Not Print

ÅJust like printed design or film or 
sculpture, the Web is a unique medium

ÅNo absolutes ïpages on the Web are 
rendered specific to platform and browser

ÅTrying to get pages to look exactly the 
same on every platform/browser 
combination is aggravating and unrealistic



Text Formatting

ÅDeprecated formatting tags
ï<b>Bold text </b >

ï<i >Italic text </i >

ï<ul >Underlined text </ul >

ïSome browser clients (e.g. PDAs, cell phones, 
Braille readers) are unable to display 
underlined, italicized, or bolded text

ÅCorrect way to emphasize text
ï<em>Emphasized text </em>



White Space

ÅSplitting text into logical sections
ïParagraph tag: <p>Paragraph of text </p >

ÅInserting a space between lines of text
ïLine break tag: Line one <br >

Line two

ÅPreventing line breaks
ïEscape -character: Hello &nbsp; World

ïNon -breaking tag: <nobr >Hello World </nobr >

ÅAllow you to organize topics hierarchically

Images

ÅUsually in one of three formats

ïGIF; a good choice for line drawings and 
simple graphics with little detail and few colors

ïPNG; a format similar to GIF, but with more 
features and fewer licensing issues

ïJPEG; a compressed format used for photos 
and more complicated graphics

Platform Independent

ÅThe way a web browser displays 
graphics in HTML format indicates the 
location of a graphic file in a single 
format that can be interpreted by 
different types of computers. For 
example, 

ÅMacintosh computer - the web browser 
knows to display it as a picture format 
for Macintosh. 

ÅWindows browser - it is displayed as a 
Windows graphic.



File Formats

ÅThe standard format that can display 
within a web page is GIF or Graphics 
Interchange Format. The GIF compresses 
the picture information (reduces the file 
size) and translates it to binary code that 
can be sent over the Internet.



File Formats

ÅThe other file format used on the web is 
JPEG (named after the Joint 
Photographic Expert Group that 
designed this format). In the early web 
years, JPEG images were not displayed 
in the page but were displayed in a 
separate window, using an external 
"helper" application. But most web 
browsers these days support JPEG 
images to be displayed right in the web 
page too.



If your web pages include 
graphics, consider the 

following:
ÅLarge and numerous images may look 

great on a high -end computer, but they 
will frustrate users who must wait for 
images to be sent over the network. As a 
suggestion, keep the total file size of all 
images on a web less than 100k (we aim 
for less than 50k each).
